The Company owns a biocertified pig herd that it uses as a source of cells for treating diabetes and
neurological disorders. For patients with Type 1 diabetes, the Company implants lead product DIABECELL,
microencapsulated islet cells, so that near-normal blood glucose levels may be achieved without the need
for administration of insulin or at significantly reduced levels. The Company entered clinical trials for its
diabetes product in 2007. For the treatment of Parkinson’s disease and other neurological disorders, the
company transplants microencapsulated choroid plexus cells, NTCELL, which delivers beneficial proteins



and neurotrophic factors to the brain. LCT's breakthrough microencapsulation technology, IMMUPEL,
enables healthy living cells to be injected into patients to replace or repair damaged tissue without
requiring the use of immunosuppressive drugs to prevent rejection. LCT also offers medical-grade
porcine-derived products for the repair and replacement of damaged tissues, as well as for research and
other purposes.
