The purpose of this circular is to provide Shareholders with information relating to the ordinary
resolution to be proposed at the SGM for Shareholders to consider and, if thought fit, to approve the
Proposed Refreshment and to give Shareholders the Notice of SGM.

(1) Proposed Refreshment

The Share Option Scheme was adopted by the Company on 11th November, 2002. Pursuant to
the terms of the Share Option Scheme and in compliance with the provisions of Chapter 17 of the
Listing Rules, the maximum number of Shares which may be issued upon exercise of all options to
be granted under the Share Option Scheme and all other share option schemes of the Company shall
not exceed 14,982,642 Shares, being 10% of the Shares in issue as at the date of approval of the Share
Option Scheme.
