The Listing Rules provide that all on-market share repurchases by a company with its primary listing
on the Stock Exchange must be approved in advance by an ordinary resolution, either by way of a
specific approval in relation to specific transactions or by a general mandate to the directors of the
company to make such repurchases, which complies with the provisions of rule 10.06(1)(c) and which
has been passed at a general meeting of the company duly convened and held and the company has
delivered a copy of such resolutions, together with the necessary supporting documentation, to the
Stock Exchange in accordance with rule 10.06(1)(d). In addition, the shares proposed to be purchased
by the company must be fully-paid up.

As at 22nd April, 2002 (the “Latest Practicable Date”), being the latest practicable date prior to the
printing of this circular for ascentaining certain information, the number of Shares in issue was
722,448,724. On the basis of such figure and that no further Shares will be issued or repurchased prior
to the date of the Annual General Meeting, the Directors would be authorised to repurchase up to a
maximum of 72,244,872 Shares.

The Directors believe that a general authority to enable the Directors to repurchase Shares is in the
interests of the Company and the Shareholders. Repurchases may, depending on the circumstances,
result in an increase in net assets and/or earnings per Share. The Directors are seeking the Repurchase
Mandate to give the Company the flexibility to do so if and when appropriate. The number(s) and
class(es) of shares to be repurchased on any occasion and the price and other terms upon which the
same are repurchased will be decided by the Directors at the relevant time having regard to the
circumstances then pertaining.

Repurchases must be made out of funds which are legally available for such purpose in accordance
with the memorandum of association and the bye-laws of the Company and the laws of Bermuda. It is
envisaged that the funds required for any repurchase would be derived from the distributable profits of
the Company.

There may be an adverse impact on the working capital or gearing position of the Company (as
compared with the position disclosed in its most recently published audited accounts) in the event that
the proposed share repurchases were to be carried out in full at any time during the proposed
repurchase period.
