The Loan Facility is exclusively used for refinancing an existing loan with an
outstanding amount of Euro350 million.

Pursuant to the Facility Agreement, it shall be an event of default if Beijing Enterprises
Group Company Limited (“BE Group”) ceases to beneficially own, directly or indirectly, at least
50% of the issued share capital of the Company, or ceases to be wholly-owned, supervised and
controlled by the State-owned Assets Supervision and Administration Commission of
People’s Government of Beijing Municipality (At A REUF A & pERE &% B E).
As at the date of this announcement, BE Group is deemed to be interested in approximately
61.96% of the total number of shares of the Company in issue.



If an event of default under the Facility Agreement occurs, the bank may declare any
commitment under the Facility Agreement to be cancelled and/or declare all outstanding
amounts together with interest accrued thereon and all other sums payable under the Facility
Agreement to be immediately due and payable.
