1. Any member of the Company (“Member”) entitled to attend and vote at the Meeting shall be entitled to appoint 

another person as his/her/its proxy to attend and vote on his/her/its behalf and the proxy so appointed shall have the 

same rights as the Member to speak at the Meeting. A proxy needs not be a Member. A Member may appoint more 

than one proxy to attend the Meeting.

2. A form of proxy in respect of the Meeting is enclosed. Whether or not you intend to attend the Meeting in person, 

you are urged to complete and return the form of proxy in accordance with the instructions printed thereon.

3. To be valid, the form of proxy, together with any power of attorney or other authority, if any, under which it is 

signed or a notarially certified copy of such power or authority, must be deposited at the Company’s registered 

office of Unit F, 7/F., China Overseas Building, 139 Hennessy Road, Wanchai, Hong Kong, not less than 48 hours 

before the time fixed for the Meeting or any adjournment thereof (as the case may be). Completion and return of the 

form of proxy will not preclude you from attending and voting in person at the Meeting or any adjournment thereof 

as you so wish.

4. Where there are joint holders of any share of the Company, any one of such joint holders may vote at the Meeting, 

either personally or by proxy, in respect of such share of the Company as if he/she/it was solely entitled thereto. If 

more than one of such joint holders are present at the Meeting personally or by proxy, that one of such joint holders 

so present whose name stands first on the register of members of the Company in respect of such share shall alone 

be entitled to vote in respect of such share of the Company.

5. If Typhoon Signal No. 8 or above, or a ‘‘black’’ rainstorm warning is in effect any time after 8:00 a.m. on the 

date of the annual general meeting, the meeting will be postponed. The Company will post an announcement on 

the Company’s website http://www.hkbla.com.hk and the ‘‘Latest Company Announcements’’ page of the Stock 

Exchange website to notify Shareholders of the date, time and place of the rescheduled meeting, if any.

As at the date hereof, the board of directors of the Company comprises Mr. So Yuen Chun 

and Mr. Yeung Kwok Leung being executive Directors; Mr. Lam Kwok Hing, Wilfred being non-

executive Director; and Mr. Yeung Wai Hung, Peter, Mr. Lam Raymond Shiu Cheung and Ms. Yuen 

Wai Man being independent non-executive Directors.
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
