China Power International Development Limited (the “Company”) announces that 
based on the Company’s preliminary statistics, for the six months ended 30 June 2013, 
the combined total power generation of the Company and its subsidiaries (collectively, 
the “Group”) amounted to 28,345,116MWh, representing an increase of 4.93% over the 
same period last year while its combined total electricity sold amounted to 
27,008,433MWh, representing an increase of 5.44% over the same period last year. The 
increase in power generation was mainly due to the surge in the Group’s hydropower 
generation and the additional contribution from the new power generating units which 
commenced commercial operation during the period.
