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Power Generation and Electricity Sold 
for the First Quarter of 2014 

 
China Power International Development Limited (the “Company”) announces that 
based on the Company’s preliminary statistics, for the three months ended 31 March 
2014, the combined total power generation of the Company and its subsidiaries 
(collectively, the “Group”) amounted to 15,474,668MWh, representing an increase of 
15.79% over the same period last year while its combined total electricity sold 
amounted to 14,739,006MWh, representing an increase of 16.08% over the same period 
last year.  
 
The increase in the power generation for the first quarter as compared to the same 
period last year was mainly due to the additional contribution from (1) the new 
generating units that commenced operation successively from mid-last year and (2) the 
acquisition of Wuhu coal-fired power plant that completed at the end of last year. 
 
The respective total power generation and total electricity sold of the Group’s main 
generating units for the three months ended 31 March 2014 are as follows:
