(i) The increase in the raw material costs esplyatauring the first half of the Current Year due
to the jump in the prices of non-ferrous metalshsas copper and gold etc. and the
worldwide inflation.

(i) The increase in the production overheads esjilg during the first half of the Current Year
due to the appreciation of the Renminbi currenaythie rise of the minimum wages level in
the PRC.
