LETTER FROM THE BOARD
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This appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules,
to provide you with requisite information for your consideration of the Repurchase
Mandate.

1. EXERCISE OF THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

Exercise in full of the Repurchase Mandate, on the basis of 1,894,067,522 Shares in
issue at the Latest Practicable Date, could result in up to 189,406,752 Shares being
repurchased by the Company during the period up to (i) the conclusion of the next annual
general meeting of the Company; (ii) the expiration of the period within which the next
annual general meeting of the Company is required by the Articles or any applicable laws
to be held; or (iii) the revocation, variation or renewal of the Repurchase Mandate by
ordinary resolution of the Shareholders in general meeting, whichever occurs first.

2. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

Repurchases of Shares will only be made when the Directors believe that such a
repurchase will benefit the Company and the Shareholders. Such repurchases may,
depending on market conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an
enhancement of the net asset value of the Company and/or its earnings per Share.
