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This appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to 
provide requisite information for Shareholders to consider the Repurchase mandate.

1. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the issued share capital of the Company was 299,847,114 

Shares.

Subject to the passing of the ordinary resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and on 

the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased prior to the AGM, the Company would be 

allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 29,984,711 Shares, being 10% 

of the entire issued share capital of the Company.

2. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that the Repurchase Mandate is in the best interests of the Company 

and its Shareholders. Whilst it is not possible to anticipate in advance any specific circumstance 

in which the Directors might think it appropriate to repurchase Shares, they believe that an ability 

to do so would give the Company additional flexibility that would be beneficial to the Company 

and its Shareholders as such repurchases may, depending on market conditions and funding 

arrangements at that time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value of the Company and its 

assets and/or earnings per Share.
