Subject to the passing at the AGM of the proposed resolutions regarding the General Issue

This is an explanatory statement given to all Shareholders relating to ordinary resolutions to
be proposed at the AGM authorising the General Repurchase Mandate.

This explanatory statement contains all the information required pursuant to Rule 10.06(1)(b)

of the Listing Rules which is set out as follows:

1. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date the issued and fully paid up share capital of the Company
comprised 20,319,072,320 Shares.

Should the General Repurchase Mandate be approved and granted, and on the basis that no
further Shares are issued or repurchased between the Latest Practicable Date and the date of the
approval of the General Repurchase Mandate, the Company would be allowed under the repurchase
resolution to repurchase a maximum of 2,031,907,232 Shares during the period from the date
