REASONS FOR THE PLACING AND USE OF PROCEEDS

Reference is made to the announcements of the Company dated 27 March 2007 and 12 April
2007, The Company has incorporated two wholly-owned subsidiaries, namely, “Willie
(EFIERAEZEAH ) “Cordoba Limited”
(EzEEARAT ), in the British Virgin Islands as the holding companies for the development
of the energy and natural resources business and property investment respectively.

Resources Incorporated” and Homes

The Board considers the natural resources and energy sectors as a major and critical
development in the PRC with potential for tremendous growth.
