NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT the Annual General Meeting (the “Meeting”) of the
Company will be held at The Ballroom, 18/F, The Mira Hong Kong, 118-130 Nathan Road, Tsim
Sha Tsui, Kowloon, Hong Kong on Wednesday, 8 June 2016 at 12:00 noon to transact the following
business:

4.  To re-appoint Auditors and authorise the Directors to fix their remuneration.

5. To consider as special business and, if thought fit, pass the following resolutions as Ordinary

(A) “THAT:

(a) a general mandate be and is hereby generally and unconditionally given to
the Directors to exercise during the Relevant Period (as defined in paragraph
(b) of this Resolution) all the powers of the Company to allot, issue and deal
with additional shares of the Company and to make or grant offers, agreements
or options (including warrants, bonds, debentures, notes and other securities
convertible into shares in the Company) which would or might require the exercise
of such powers either during or after the Relevant Period, provided that the total
number of shares of the Company to be allotted, issued and dealt with pursuant
to the general mandate herein, otherwise than pursuant to (i) a Rights Issue (as
hereinafter defined), or (ii) any option scheme or similar arrangement for the time
being adopted for the grant or issue to the employees of the Company and/or any
of its subsidiaries of shares or rights to acquire shares of the Company, or (iii) an
issue of shares in the Company upon the exercise of the subscription or conversion

rights attaching to any warrants or convertible notes which may be issued by the
Company or any of its subsidiaries, or (iv) any scrip dividend pursuant to the
Articles of Association of the Company from time to time, shall not exceed 20
per cent of the total number of shares of the Company in issue as at the date of
this Resolution (subject to adjustment in the case of any conversion of any or all
of the shares of the Company into a larger or smaller number of shares during the
Relevant Period) and the said approval shall be limited accordingly;

“Relevant Period” means the period from the date of passing of this Resolution
until whichever is the earliest of:

(1) the conclusion of the next Annual General Meeting of the Company;

(i1) the expiry of the period within which the next Annual General Meeting of
the Company is required by the Articles of Association of the Company or
the Companies Ordinance (Chapter 622 of the Laws of Hong Kong) to be
held; and

(iii) the date on which the approval set out in this Resolution is revoked or varied
by an ordinary resolution of the Shareholders in general meeting.

“Rights Issue” means an offer of shares in the capital of the Company open
for a period fixed by the Directors of the Company to holders of shares of the
Company whose names appear on the Register of Members of the Company on a
fixed record date in proportion to their then holdings of such shares as at that date
(subject to such exclusions or other arrangements as the Directors of the Company
may deem necessary or expedient in relation to fractional entitlements or having
regard to any restrictions or obligations under the laws of, or the requirements of
any recognised regulatory body or any stock exchange in, any territory outside
Hong Kong).”

the Relevant Period (as hereinafter defined) of all the powers of the Company to
buy back shares of the Company on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited

number of shares of the Company bought back by the Company since the granting of
the said general mandate pursuant to the exercise by the Directors of the powers of the
Company to buy back such shares under the authority granted pursuant to Ordinary
Resolution 5(B) as set out in the notice convening this Meeting provided that such
number of additional shares shall not exceed 10 per cent of the total number of shares of
the Company in issue as at the date of this Resolution (subject to adjustment in the case
of any conversion of any or all of the shares of the Company into a larger or smaller
number of shares during the Relevant Period).”
