The Group has been
actively repositioning the land of Western Logistic Park according to Qianhai’s policy and
plan and will continue to strengthen its communication with the relevant governmental
department with a view to obtain more benefits associated with the land through
transformation of the use of the land. As at the date of this announcement, no formal
application has been made by the Group to the relevant governmental department for the
change of land use in connection with the Western Logistic Park. The Group does not have
any specific information for the purpose of valuing the land as impacted (if any) by the
transformation of land use of the Western Logistic Park. Further the Group has entered into
strategic collaboration memoranda of understanding with several leading enterprises and will
continue to enter into memoranda of understanding for collaboration with other enterprises
should appropriate opportunities arise.
