Notwithstanding substantial efforts have been made to turnaround the Europe business, financial results in

Europe remain very unsatisfactory and the operating environment is expected to continue to be tough

mainly due to reasons as mentioned above. The Company is currently exploring measures to drastically

reorganise its Europe operation in order to minimise incurring further losses.

This profit warning announcement is only based on the preliminary calculations by the Company’s

management according to the management accounts of the Company. Investors should read the Company’s

results announcement for the six months ended 30 June 2006 carefully, which is expected to be published

by the end of August 2006.
