As more than 50% of the votes were cast in favour of Resolution No. 1, the resolution was duly passed as an 
ordinary resolution.

As at the date of the EGM, the issued share capital of the Company was 1,501,252,152 shares, which was the 
total number of shares entitling the holders to attend and vote for or against all the resolutions proposed at 
the EGM. At the EGM, the proposed resolution was taken by poll voting. There were no restrictions on the 
shareholders of the Company casting votes on the resolution proposed at the EGM.

Messrs. Deloitte Touche Tohmatsu, the auditor of the Company, have acted as the scrutineer and compared 
the poll results summary to the poll forms collected by the Company. The work performed by Messrs. Deloitte 
Touche Tohmatsu in this respect did not constitute an assurance engagement in accordance with Hong Kong 
Standards on Auditing, Hong Kong Standards on Review Engagements or Hong Kong Standards on Assurance 
Engagements issued by the Hong Kong Institute of Certified Public Accountants nor did it include provision 
of any assurance or advice on matters of legal interpretation or entitlement to vote.

No party has stated any intention in the Circular that it would vote against or abstain from voting on the 
resolution proposed at the EGM.
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
