BRIEF DESCRIPTION:

1. According to the “Notice on the Extension of the Toll-Free Period for Small
Passenger Vehicles during the 2020 Spring Festival Holiday” (Guo Ban Fa Ming
Dian [2020] No. 1) (Bl A 1= 2020 4F % i {50 /N 10 5 H 0 2 28 17 IR B 1) 4 )
(15 4% BH 75 [2020]119%)) and“Notice on the Extension of the Toll-Free Period for
Small Passenger Vehicles on Toll Roads during the Spring Festival Holiday”

small passenger vehicles on all toll roads in the PRC with respect to 2020 Spring
Festival Holiday commenced from 0:00 a.m. on 24 January 2020 to 24:00 on 8
February 2020. According to the “Notice in relation to the Toll Fees Exemption
for Vehicles on Toll Roads during the Prevention and Control Period of the
Coronavirus Pandemic” (Jiao Gong Lu Ming Dian [2020] No. 62) <( B #
il 48 72 1 977 42 973 T O WA i 2 2 B W 40 AT 2 90 R (B2 B A 6 (2020162 5%)),
toll fee exemption for vehicles on all toll roads in the PRC should be
implemented from 0:00 a.m. on 17 February 2020 to the end of the prevention
and control measures over the coronavirus pandemic. According to the “Notice
on Resumption of Toll Collection on Toll Roads” (No. 25 in 2020) ( BRI
W N B U B B 8 45 ) (20204F 5525%5%)), the collection of toll on legally
approved toll roads should resume, effective from 0:00 a.m. on 6 May 2020, and
therefore all the projects of the Group have resumed normal toll collection.

2. Since the cancellation of the provincial borders toll stations on January 1, 2020,
due to the COVID-19 outbreak and the instability of the new system at the initial
stage of operation, the supervisory authorities of the provinces (municipalities),
where the projects are located, have not been able to provide accurate data of toll
traffic volume and toll revenue for April 2020. Hence, the Group is not in a
position to disclose the year-on-year changes.

3. According to the “Notice of the State Council on the Approval of the
Implementation Plan of the Ministry of Transport and Other Departments for the
Exemption of Small Passenger Vehicles Tolls on Major Holidays” (2% B B i
0 v 5 208 75 g A 45 7S Y R R B AR A/ N B 2 U AT B B T SRR AN ),
each of projects the Group operates and invests implemented the policy of free
passage for small passenger vehicles with seven seats or less during the
Qingming Festival (3 April - 5 April) in 2021, and the toll revenue of each
project for the month recorded a month-on-month decrease.

GNSR Expressway and GWSR Expressway: Guangzhou-Foshan-Zhaoqing
Expressway (the Guangzhou section and the phase Il of Foshan section),
which commenced operation on 28 December 2020 and are basically
parallel to the GNSR Expressway and GWSR Expressway, caused diversion
impact to both expressways. The Group has been closely monitoring the
specific impact from the said diversion.

Jinxiong Expressway: It is under the diversion impact resulting from the
commencement of operation of Jin-Shi Expressway, which is basically
parallel to this road section, on 22 December 2020.

Weixu Expressway: Due to the impact of the return of trucks to the local
roads nearby, the volume of trucks passing by this section has decreased.
The specific impact is subject to further observation and the Group has been
closely monitoring the situation.

Han’e Expressway: The half-width closure of Wuchu Avenue (Gedian South
section to Wusihu section), which is basically parallel to Han’e Expressway,
for construction at the end of March 2021 (expected to end in December)
has caused additional traffic to this expressway. The Group has been closely
monitoring the specific impact.

Shantou Bay Bridge: It is subject to the diversion impact resulting from
Chaoshan Ring Road, which is basically parallel to the bridge and
commenced its operation on 28 December 2020.

Northern Ring Road: This section of road is still affected by the
implementation of certain restrictions on heavy trucks, and the truck traffic

volume decreased.

The toll revenue referred to in this announcement includes value-added tax and
is rounded to the nearest RMB1,000.

In
coming up with the estimated numbers for a given month, the Company would also
take into account adjustments that may need to be made to account for any difference
between the estimated numbers and the actual settlement numbers for the previous
month, which may result in some degree of deviation in the year-on-year comparison.
