a.m. on 24 January 2020 to 24:00 on 8 February 2020. According to the “Notice in relation
to the Toll Fees Exemption for Vehicles on Toll Roads during the Prevention and Control
Period of the Coronavirus Pandemic” (Jiao Gong Lu Ming Dian [2020] No. 62) (B #T
JEE I 21 3 175 19 42 U ] G WS o 8 2% e SR 208 A 282 1) 28 R (52 2 B W 6 [2020162)), toll fee
exemption for vehicles on all toll roads in the PRC should be implemented from 0:00 a.m.
on 17 February 2020 to the end of the prevention and control measures over the coronavirus
pandemic. According to the “Notice on Resumption of Toll Collection on Toll Roads™ (No.25
in 2020) (B TR W 2 2 B U B 28 45 (2020 55525 9%)), the collection of toll on legally
approved toll roads should resume, effective from 0:00 a.m. on 6 May 2020, and therefore
all the projects of the Group have resumed normal toll collection. In October, a majority of
the projects has demonstrated year-on-year growth. The toll revenue from certain projects
recorded a double-digit year-on-year increase.

According to the “Notice on Approval and Forwarding of Toll-Free on Major Festivals and
Holidays for Small Passengers Vehicles Implementation Policy Promulgated by the Ministry
of Transport and other related departments.” (275 B BE 7 Hbt 8 52 7 480 i 35 <5 30 1) o K i IR
H Gl N & Bm 17 2 B i 7 22 n9 4 1)) by the State Council, each project operated and
invested by the Group should implement toll-free policy for small passenger vehicles with
7 seats or less during 2020 Mid-Autumn Festival and National Day holiday (from 1 October
to 8 October, one day more than the toll-free period in 2019). As affected by the above,
the operating data of certain projects of the Group in October demonstrated a year-on-year
decrease, as well as a month-on-month decrease in general.

GNSR Expressway: The toll traffic volume in October recorded a year-on-year increase,
mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of small vehicles. The toll revenue in October
demonstrated a year-on-year decrease, which was mainly due to the fact that the toll-free
period in October was one day more than the corresponding period of last year.

Jinxiong Expressway: Due to a higher increase in the short-distance toll traffic volume, the
increase in toll traffic volume differs from the increase in toll revenue in October. The toll
revenue recorded a year-on-year increase in October, which was mainly due to the increase in
traffic volume of trucks.

Cangyu Expressway: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a relatively
significant year-on-year increase in October, mainly due to 1) the relatively low base number
during the corresponding period of last year as a result of the construction undertaken in
Yunwu Expressway (which is connected to the project), such construction was completed
at the end of October 2019; 2) the increase in traffic volume on this road section since
October 2020 as a result of the implementation of traffic control for construction undertaken
in partially closed section between Liujing and Xingye of Guangkun Expressway, which is
expected to be completed at the end of December 2020; 3) the increase in traffic volume on
this road section as a result of the construction undertaken in roads in the surrounding area.
Due to a higher increase in the short-distance toll traffic volume, the increase in toll traffic
volume differs from the increase in toll revenue.

Han-Xiao Expressway: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a year-on-
year increase in October, which was mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of small
vehicles and the relatively low base number during the corresponding period of last year as a
result of the traffic control during the Military Games held in Wuhan from 18 October to 27
October 2019.

Changzhu Expressway: Due to a higher increase in the short-distance toll traffic volume, the
increase in toll traffic volume differs from the increase in toll revenue in October. The toll
revenue recorded a year-on-year increase in October, which was mainly due to the increase in
traffic volume of trucks.

Weixu Expressway:The toll revenue data in October and cumulative toll revenue data for
January to October 2020 were “the second split” data. The year-on-year comparison was
based on “the second split” data during the corresponding period of last year. The toll traffic
volume and the toll revenue both recorded a year-on-year increase in October, which was
mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of small vehicles.

Suiyuenan Expressway: The toll traffic volume recorded a year-on-year increase in October,
mainly due to the increased short-distance toll traffic volume on this road section as a result
of the completion and commencement of operation of Hongli Expressway (Honghu-Jianli)
(which intersects with this road section) since January 2020. The toll revenue recorded a
year-on-year increase in October, but the project was still suffering from the continuing
impact of the decrease in the long-distance toll traffic volume due to the completion and
commencement of operation of the parallel Zaogian Expressway (Zaoyang-Qianjiang) and
Shishou Bridge. As a result of the above, the increase in toll traffic volume significantly
differs from the increase in toll revenue.

Hancai Expressway: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a year-on-year
increase in October, but was still affected by the decrease in traffic volume of small vehicles
owing to the cancellation of MTC (Manual Toll Collection) subsidy for small passenger
vehicles with 7 seats or less travelling directly between Caidian Toll Station and Qintai Toll
Station since November 2019. The year-on-year increase was mainly due to the relatively
low base number during the corresponding period of last year as a result of the traffic control
during the Military Games held in Wuhan from 18 October to 27 October 2019.
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Han’e Expressway: Both the toll traffic volume and the toll revenue recorded a year-on-year
increase in October, mainly due to 1) the increase in traffic volume on this road section in
October as a result of the implementation of temporary traffic control for the ramp closure
construction undertaken from Daguangnan Expressway to Wuhuang Expressway (which has
been completed at the end of October 2020) and 2) the relatively low base number during the
corresponding period of last year as a result of the traffic control during the Military Games
held in Wuhan from 18 October to 27 October 2019.

Daguangnan Expressway: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a
relatively significant year-on-year increase in October, mainly due to the increase in long-
distance traffic volume of trucks and the relatively low base number during the corresponding
period of last year as a result of the traffic control during the Military Games held in Wuhan
from 18 October to 27 October 2019.

Humen Bridge: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a year-on-year
increase in October, which was mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of small vehicles.

Northern Ring Road: The toll traffic volume and the toll revenue both recorded a year-on-
year decrease in October, mainly due to the continuous impact of the implementation of
restrictions on certain heavy trucks on this road section and the fact that the toll-free period
in October 2020 was one day more than the corresponding period of last year.

GWSR Expressway: Both the toll traffic volume and the toll revenue recorded a year-on-year
increase in October, mainly due to the continuous impact of the increase in short-distance
toll traffic volume on this road section as a result of the completion and commencement of
Foqgingcong Expressway (Foshan-Qingyuan-Conghua) intersected with this road section since
January 2020; such reason also causes the increase in toll traffic volume to differ from the
increase in toll revenue in October.

Shantou Bay Bridge: The toll traffic volume recorded a year-on-year increase in October,
which was mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of small vehicles. The toll revenue
recorded a year-on-year decrease in October, which was mainly due to the traffic diversion of
certain trucks resulting from implementation of toll exemption of the Queshi Bridge (which
is parallel to this road section) since January 2020 and the fact that the toll-free period in
October 2020 was one day more than the corresponding period of last year.

Qinglian Expressway: The toll traffic volume recorded a year-on-year increase in October,
mainly due to the increase in the traffic volume of small vehicles. The toll revenue recorded
a year-on-year increase, which was mainly due to the increase in traffic volume of trucks.

The toll revenue referred to in this announcement includes value-added tax and is rounded to
the nearest RMB1,000.

Moreover, under the
internetwork toll collection regime, the data of certain road sections would have to be recorded
based on an estimation as at the date of the monthly settlement and disclosure. In coming up with
the estimated numbers for a given month, the Company would also take into account adjustments
that may need to be made to account for any difference between the estimated numbers and the
actual settlement numbers for the previous month, which may result in some degree of deviation in
the year-on-year comparison. Therefore, the data set out in this announcement is only for investors’
reference as phasic statistics and investors are advised to exercise caution in using such data.
