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APPENDIX 1l EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

This appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to
provide requisite information to the Shareholders for their consideration of the Repurchase
Mandate.

1.

Issued Shares

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the total number of Shares in issue were
4,819,096,208.

Subject to the passing of the relevant Ordinary Resolution No. 6 at the Annual General
Meeting and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased prior to the
Annual General Meeting, the Company would be allowed under the Repurchase
Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 481,909,620 Shares, representing 10% of the
total number of Shares in issue, during the course of the period ending on the earliest of
the date of the next annual general meeting, the date by which the next annual general
meeting of the Company is required to be held by law and the date upon which such
authority is revoked or varied.

Reasons for Repurchases

The Directors believe that the Repurchase Mandate is in the best interests of the
Company and the Shareholders. Such repurchases may, depending on market
conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net
assets and/or earnings per Share and will only be made when the Directors consider
that such a repurchase will benefit the Company and the Shareholders.

Funding of Repurchases

In repurchasing Shares, the Company may only apply funds legally available for such
purpose in accordance with the Articles of Association, the Listing Rules and all
applicable laws and regulations of the Cayman lIslands. Pursuant to the Repurchase
Mandate, the Company may repurchase Shares out of funds legally permitted to be
utilised for this purpose, including profits of the Company or the proceeds of a fresh
issue of shares made for the purpose of the repurchase, under the Articles of
Association and all applicable laws of the Cayman Islands.

To the extent that repurchase is funded entirely from the available cashflow or working
capital facilities of the Company, there might be an adverse impact on the working
capital and/or gearing position of the Company as compared with the position disclosed
in the audited consolidated financial statements contained in the annual report of the
Company for the year ended 31 December 2019 in the event that the proposed share
repurchases were to be carried out in full at any time during the proposed repurchase
period. However, the Directors do not propose to exercise the Repurchase Mandate to
such extent as would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the
working capital requirements of the Company or the gearing levels which in the opinion
of the Directors are from time to time appropriate for the Company.

5. Undertaking

The Directors have undertaken to the Stock Exchange that they will exercise the
Repurchase Mandate in accordance with the Listing Rules, all applicable laws of the
Cayman lIslands and the Articles of Association.

None of the Directors nor, to the best of their knowledge having made all reasonable
enquiries, any of their close associates, have any present intention to sell any Shares to
the Company under the Repurchase Mandate if the Repurchase Mandate is approved
by the Shareholders.

No core connected person of the Company have notified the Company that they have a
present intention to sell Shares to the Company or have undertaken not to do so, in the
event that the Repurchase Mandate is approved by the Shareholders.

6. Implications under the Takeovers Code

If, on the exercise of the power to repurchase Shares pursuant to the Repurchase
Mandate, a Shareholder’s proportionate interest in the voting rights of the Company
increases, such increase will be treated as an acquisition for the purposes of Rule 32 of
the Takeovers Code. As a result, a Shareholder or group of Shareholders acting in
concert could obtain or consolidate control of the Company and become obliged to
make a mandatory offer in accordance with Rules 26 and 32 of the Takeovers Code.
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As at the Latest Practicable Date, CKHH through certain of its indirect wholly-owned
subsidiaries held 3,184,982,840 Shares, representing approximately 66.09% of the
aggregate number of Shares in issue. In the event that the Directors exercise in full the
power to repurchase Shares which is proposed to be granted pursuant to Ordinary
Resolution No. 6 at the Annual General Meeting, then (if the present shareholdings
otherwise remain the same) the aggregate interests of CKHH would increase from
approximately 66.09% to approximately 73.43% of the aggregate number of Shares in
issue. In the opinion of the Directors, such increase would not give rise to any obligation
to make a mandatory offer under Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code. Accordingly, the
Directors are currently not aware of any consequences which will arise under the
Takeovers Code as a result of any repurchase made under the Repurchase Mandate.

(b) Members present in person (in the case of a Member being a
corporation, by its duly authorised representative) or by proxy at a Meeting
Location and/or Members or proxy participating in a hybrid meeting by means
of electronic facilities shall be counted in the quorum for and entitled to vote at
the meeting in question, and that meeting shall be duly constituted and its
proceedings valid provided that the chairman of the meeting is satisfied that
adequate electronic facilities are available throughout the meeting to ensure
that Members at all Meeting Locations and Members participating in a hybrid
meeting by means of electronic facilities are able to participate in the business
for which the meeting has been convened;
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(c) where Members attend a meeting by being present at one of the
Meeting Locations and/or where Members participating in a hybrid meeting by
means of electronic facilities, a failure (for any reason) of the electronic
facilities or communication equipment, or any other failure in the arrangements
for enabling those in a Meeting Location other than the Principal Meeting Place
to participate in the business for which the meeting has been convened or in the
case of a hybrid meeting, the inability of one or more Members or proxies to
access, or continue to access, the electronic facilities despite adequate
electronic facilities having been made available by the Company, shall not
affect the validity of the meeting or the resolutions passed, or any business
conducted there or any action taken pursuant to such business provided that
there is a quorum present throughout the meeting; and

(d) if any of the Meeting Locations is outside Hong Kong and/or in the
case of a hybrid meeting, the provisions of these Articles concerning the
service and giving of Notice for the meeting, and the time for lodging proxies,
shall apply by reference to the Principal Meeting Place.

64B. The Board and, at any general meeting, the chairman of the meeting
may from time to time make arrangements for managing attendance and/or
participation and/or voting at the Principal Meeting Place, and/or any Meeting
Location(s) and/or participation and/or voting in a hybrid meeting by means of
electronic facilities (whether involving the issue of tickets or some other means
of identification, passcode, seat reservation, electronic voting or otherwise) as
it shall in its absolute discretion consider appropriate, and may from time to
time change any such arrangements, provided that a Member who, pursuant to
such arrangements, is not permitted to attend, in person (in the case of a
Member being a corporation, by its duly authorised representative) or by proxy,
at any Meeting Location shall be entitled so to attend at one of the other
Meeting Locations; and the entitlement of any Member so to attend the meeting
or adjourned meeting or postponed meeting at such Meeting Location or
Meeting Locations shall be subject to any such arrangement as may be for the
time being in force and by the Notice of meeting or adjourned meeting or
postponed meeting stated to apply to the meeting.

64C. If it appears to the chairman of the general meeting that:

(a) the electronic facilities at the Principal Meeting Place or at such other
Meeting Location(s) at which the meeting may be attended have become
inadequate for the purposes referred to in Article 64A(1) or are otherwise not
sufficient to allow the meeting to be conducted substantially in accordance

Any
decision made under this Article shall be final and conclusive and a person who
refuses to comply with any such arrangements, requirements or restrictions
may be refused entry to the meeting or ejected (physically or electronically)
from the meeting.

6G4E. If, after the sending of Notice of a general meeting but before the
meeting is held, or after the adjournment of a meeting but before the adjourned
meeting is held (whether or not Notice of the adjourned meeting is required),
the Board, in its absolute discretion, considers that it is inappropriate,
impracticable, unreasonable or undesirable for any reason to hold the general
meeting on the date or at the time or place or by means of electronic facilities
specified in the Notice calling the meeting, it may (a) postpone the meeting to
another date and/or time and/or (b) change the place and/or the electronic
facilities and/or form of the meeting (including, without limitation, a physical
meeting or a hybrid meeting), without approval of the Members. Without
prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the Board shall have the power to
provide in every Notice calling a general meeting the circumstances in which
such a change or postponement of the relevant general meeting may occur
automatically without further notice, including without limitation where a Gale
Warning or Black Rainstorm Warning or other similar event is in force at any
time on the day of the meeting. This Article shall be subject to the following:

(a) when either (i) a meeting is postponed, or (ii) there is a change in the
place and/or electronic facilities and/or form of the meeting, the Company shall
(1) endeavour to post a notice of such change or postponement on the
Company’s website as soon as reasonably practicable (provided that failure to
post such a notice shall not affect the automatic change or automatic
postponement of such meeting); and (2) subject to and without prejudice to
Article 64, unless already specified in the original Notice of the meeting or
included in the notice posted on the Company’s website above, the Board shall
fix the date, time, place (if applicable) and electronic facilities (if applicable) for

(d) by placing an advertisement in appropriate newspapers or other
publication and where applicable, in accordance with the
requirements of the Designated Stock Exchange;

(e) by sending or transmitting it as an electronic communication to the
relevant person at such electronic address as he may provide under
Article 158(4), subject to the Company complying with the Statues and
any other applicable laws, rules and regulations from time to time in
force with regard to any requirements for the obtaining of consent (or
deemed consent) from such person;

(f) by publishing it on the Company’s website or website of the
Designated Stock Exchange to which the relevant person may have
access, subject to the Company complying with the Statutes and any
other applicable laws, rules and regulations from time to time in force
with regard to any requirements for the obtaining of consent (or
deemed consent) from such person and/or for giving notification to
any such person stating that the notice, document or publication is
available on the Company’s computer network website (a “notice of
availability”);

(g) by sending or otherwise making it available to such person through
such other means to the extent permitted by and in accordance with
the Statutes and other applicable laws, rules and regulations.

(2) The notice of availability may be given by any of the means set out
above other than by posting it on a website.

(3) In the case of joint holders of a share all notices shall be given to that
one of the joint holders whose name stands first in the Register and notice so
given shall be deemed a sufficient service on or delivery to all the joint holders.

(4) Every Member or a person who is entitled to receive notice from the
Company under the provisions of the Statutes or these Articles may register
with the Company an electronic address to which notices can be served upon
him.”

“159. Any Notice or other document:

(a) if served or delivered by post, shall where appropriate be sent by airmail and

A
Notice placed on the Company’s website or the website of the Designated
Stock Exchange, is deemed given by the Company to a Member on the day
following that on which a notice of availability is deemed served on the
Member;

(c) if served or delivered in any other manner contemplated by these Articles,
shall be deemed to have been served or delivered at the time of personal
service or delivery or, as the case may be, at the time of the relevant despatch
or transmission; and in proving such service or delivery a certificate in writing
signed by the Secretary or other officer of the Company or other person
appointed by the Board as to the act and time of such service, delivery,
despatch or transmission shall be conclusive evidence thereof; and

(d) may be given to a Member either in the English language or the Chinese
language, subject to due compliance with all applicable Statutes, rules and
regulations.”

“159. Any Notice or other document:

(a) if served or delivered by post, shall where appropriate be sent by airmail and
